1  About XPlica  

XPlica  for SharePoint  2010  enables SharePoint list migration across your SharePoint 

2007 / 2010 farms. XPlica supports migration of documents, document metadata  

properties, list items and associated metadata (including file attachments) from one 

SharePoint list to another. XPlica migrates SharePoint lists (including document & picture 

libraries), list items, folders, documents, version histories and metadata to t he desired 

destination SharePoint server. You can perform migration of list contents from 

SharePoint 2003 / 2007 farms to SharePoint 2007 / 2010 farms.  

XPlica  Web Service  

XPlica  Web Service  component enables you to carry forwa rd the Created Date , Last 

Modified Date , Created By,  Modified By,  Content Approval , Target Audience , and 

Business Connectivity Services (BCS)  / Business Data Column (BDC) values of folders / 

files / list items during migration.  

ü Enables users to migrate System Dates  (Created Date  and Last Modified Date ), 

System Users  (Created By and Modified By) and Content Approval  (Approved, 

Pending and Draft) of folders / files / list items.  

ü Enables users to  migrate SharePoint  system fields regardless of platform 

architecture (32 -bit or 64 -bit platform).  

ü Update 'Target Audiences'  for folders / files from a Global Audience group or 

Security/Distribution group.  

ü Upda te Business data / External data, Managed Metadata  fields in SharePoint .  

ü Create new Document Sets in SharePoint  document library.  

ü Integrate seamlessly with XPlica client application.  
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XPlica Quick Migrator Agent  

XPlica Quick Migrator Agent  is a server side component which enables you to perform 

Quick Migration  of SharePoint such as migration of site collections, sites or sub -webs, 

lists and folders etc.,  

By using this component you can:  

1)  Migrate the entire site collection from one SharePoint environment to another 

SharePoint environment.  

2)  Migrate the site from on e site collection to another site collection.  

3)  Migrate the list/library from one site to another site.  

4)  Migrate the folder from one list/library to another list/library.

XPlica Quick Migrator Agent  component must be installed in each front -end web 

server or application server if you intend to use XPlica Quick Migration  task types such as 

migration of site collections, sites, lists/libraries and folders.

2  XPlica  Special Cases   

2.1  Updating System Dates  

XPlica  updates SharePoint  System Dates  (Created Date  and Last Modified Date ) fields for 

folders, files and list items in SharePoint from any one of the following sources using 

XPlica Web Service  component:   

ü Original Created Date  and Last Modified Date  from source SharePoint  list   

ü Assign from external metadata  file  

XPlica  Web Service allows the user to update the system date fields by running XPlica for 

SharePoint  2010  on a client computer / workstation.  

In order to update System Dates  from a client computer, XPlica  provides three 

application components stated below:  

× XPlica  for SharePoint  2010  application - must be installed on a Windows 7 (or) 

Windows Vista (or) Windows XP (or) Windows Server 2003  (or) Windows Server 

2008 computer  

× XPlica  Web Service 2007 component - must be installed on a Windows Server 

2008(or) Windows Server 2003 r unning Microsoft Office SharePoint  Server 2007 or 

Windows SharePoint Services 3.0 (32 -bit or 64 -bit platform)  

× XPlica  Web Service 2010 component - must be installed on a Windows Server 

2008 r unning Microsoft SharePoint  Server 2010 or Microsoft SharePoint Foundation 

2010.  

For more information, please visit the System Requirements section in the help file.  

XPlica  Web Service  must be installed in all the destination SharePoint  servers that 

require the date fields to be assigned.  
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× For SharePoint  2007 servers  

ü Use XPlicaWebService_2007_x86.msi  in order to install in 32 -bit Windows 

Server           2003 (or) Windows Server 2008  

ü Use XPlicaWebService_2007_x64.msi  in order to install in 64 -bit Windows 

Server   2003 (or) Windows Server 2008  

× For SharePoint  2010  servers  

ü Use XPlicaWebService_2010.msi  in order to install in 64 -bit Windows Server 

2008  

ü Use XPlicaWebService_2010.msi  in order to install in 64 -bit Windows Server

If necessary, reset IIS, by using IISRESET /noforce for the changes to take place in 

the SharePoint  server .  

You can install XPlica  application in the same SharePoint  server or any client computer 

running Windows 7 or Windows Vista or Windows XP, regardless of platform architecture 

(32 -bit or 64 -bit platforms).  

To update the da te fields, follow the steps given below:  

1)  In XPlica  application, create a task using Migrate  SharePoint  List contents  

using the browse option  in  XPlica Task Options  dialog as shown below and 

click OK.  

 

NOTE:  You can also use Migrate  SharePoint  List contents  using a batch descriptor  

file option to update these date fields from remote machine. The requirement of 

updating date fields is same as the first task option. In this section, we are using the 

first task option -  'Migrate SharePoint  List contents using the browse option ' to describe 

how to use XPlica  Task Wizard  to update the system date fields successfully.  
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2)  Specify source SharePoint  URL and destination Share Point URL of a site / list / 

folder location to perform the migration. Specify the usersô credentials to connect 

to the destination SharePoint URL specified in Step Number: SharePoint 

destination location  step in XPl ica  Task Wizard . 

XPlica expects the user name specified in SharePoint Login dia log / user account 

specified in the Run As parameter in the scheduled task to be a:  

ü Member of administrators group in the local server and rem ote SQL Server  

(or)  

ü Application pool user account (or)  

ü Owner of the site where the destination list resides  

in order to migrate the date fields successfully.  

 

3)  Proceed with steps provided in XPlica  Task  Wizard .  
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4)  When XPlica  connects to a XPlica Web Service  enabled SharePoint  server,  the 

System Dates  step will appear as shown in the screen below:  

 

NOTE :  System Date Fields  wizard step will be skipped if XPlica  Web Service  is 

not installed in the destination SharePoint  server.  

5)  You can assign the system date fields for folders, files and list items. Select 

Created Date  and Last Modified Date  fields checkbox for folders, files and list 

items as appropriate and select one of the options given below:  

a)  Assign from source  -  XPlica  will propagate the original Created Date  and 

Last Modified Date  fields as available in the source SharePoint  list.  

b)  Assign from metadata  file  -  The date fields can be assigned from the 

external metadata file  by including the respective date field columns (e.g., 

Created_Date, Last_Mod_Date)  in the metadata file. The date mask specified 

in Step Number: External Reference File  will be used to parse the date 

value. If the metadata value is unavailable, invalid to parse the date value 

correctly, the current migration date / time will be assigned automatically by 

default.  

6)  Click  Finish  to run.  
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2.2  Updating System Users  

XPlica  updates SharePoint  system users (Created By and Last Modified By) fields for 

folders , files and list items in SharePoint from any one of the following sources using 

XPlica Web Service  component:  

ü User specified username for all folders / files / list items  

ü Assign from source  SharePoint  list  

ü Assign from an external reference file  

XPlica  Web Services  allows the user to update the system user fields by running XPlica 

for SharePoint  2007 on a client computer or workstation.  

In order to u pdate System Users  from a client computer, XPlica  provides three 

application components stated below:  

× XPlica  for SharePoint  2010  application - must be installed on a Windows 7 

(or) Windows Vista (or) Windows XP (or) Windows Server 2003  (or) Windows 

Server 2008 computer  

× XPlica  Web Service 2007 component - must be installed on a Window s Server 

2008(or) Windows Server 2003 running Microsoft Office SharePoint  Server 2007 

or Windows SharePoint Services 3.0 (32 -bit or 64 -bit platform)  

× XPlica  Web Service 2010 component - must be installed on a Windows Server 

2008 running Microsoft SharePoint  Server 2010 or Microsoft SharePoint 

Foundation 2010.  

For more information, please visit the System Requirements section in the help file.  

XPlica  Web Servic e must be installed in all the destination SharePoint  servers that 

require the system user fields to be assigned.  

× For SharePoint  2007 servers  

ü Use XPlicaWebService_2007_x86.msi  in order to install in 32 -bit Windows

ü Use XPlicaWebService_2007_x64.msi in order to install in 64 -bit Windows 

Server 2003 (or) Windows Server 2008

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If necessary, reset IIS, by using IISRESET /noforce  for the changes to take place in 

the SharePoint  server.  

You can install XPlica  application  in the same SharePoint  server or any client computer 

running Windows 7 or Windows Vista or Windows XP, regardless of platform architecture 

(32 -bit or 64 -bit platforms).  

To update the user fields, follow the steps given below:  

1)  In XPlica  application , create a task using Migrate  SharePoint  List contents  

using the browse option  in XPlica Task Options  dialog as sh own below and 

click OK.  

 

NOTE:  You can also use Migrate  SharePoint  List contents  using a batch 

descriptor  option to update these system users (Created By / Modified By) from a 

client computer. In this section, we are using 'Migrate SharePoint  List contents using 

the browse option ' to describe how to use XPlica  Task Wizard  to update the system 

user fields -  Created By & Modified By successfully.  

2)  Specify source SharePoint  URL and destination SharePoint URL to perform the 

migration. Specify the usersô credentials to con nect to the SharePoint URL 

specified in Step Number: SharePoint destination location  step in XPlica  Task 

Wizard . 

XPlica  expects the user name specified in SharePoint  Login dialog / user account 

specified in the Run As parameter in the scheduled task to be a:  

ü Member of administrators group in the local server and remote SQL Server  (or)  

ü Application pool user account (or)  

ü Owner of the site where the destination list resides  
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In order to M igrate the user fields successfully.  

 

3)  Proceed with the steps provided in XPlica Task  Wizard.  
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4)  When XPlica connects to a XPlica Web Service enabled SharePoint server, the 

System Users  step will appear as shown in the screen below:  

 

NOTE: System Users  Fields wizard step will be skipped if XPlica Web Service  is 

not installed in the destination SharePoint server.  

5)  You can assign the system user fi elds -  Created By and Modified By for folders / 

files / list items. Select Created By and Modified By fields checkbox for folders / 

files / list items as appropriate and select one of the options given below:  

a)  Assign from source -  The user fields can be ass igned from the source 

SharePoint list. If the user fields are invalid or if the user is unavailable, 

SharePoint by default will set the user to the user account performing the 

migration task.  

b)  Specify user name -  The specified user value will be assigned to  the 

respective user fields. Select the user value format from User Value Format 

option to search the User ID in the site users list for the specified user value. 

The default format of the user account is the user login name 

(DOMAIN \ USER).  
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c)  Assign from me tadata file -  The user fields can be assigned from the 

external reference file by including the respective user field columns (e.g., 

Created By, Modified By) in the metadata file. If the user fields are invalid or if 

the user is unavailable, SharePoint by default will set the user to the user 

account performing the migration task.  

User value  can be in any one of the following formats:  

Login name: Login name of the user in domain \ username format e.g., 

XPlicaDomain \ user1  

Display Name: Display name of the user  e.g., John Doe  

E-mail address: E -mail address of the user in someone@example.com format  

6)  Specify the action to be taken, if the specified user does not exist in the 

destination list:  

Do not import list item -  XPlica will not migrate list item if the user specified 

does not exist in the destination list.  

Use SharePoint default -  XPlica will migrate the list item and will set the user 

to the user account performing the migration task.  

7)  Click Finish  to run.  
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3  XPlica  Features  

3.1  How to get started with XPlica ? 

How to get started with XPlica for SharePoint 2010 ? 

In order to migrate the contents successfully from one SharePoint  environment to 

another SharePoint environment using XPlica , you need to ensure the following things 

before commencing the migration process for the best results:  

1)  Versioning Settings  should be identi cal in both source SharePoint  list and 

destination SharePoint list.  

2)  Content Approval  -  In order to carry forward the content approval status of the 

document / list items and its version history while performing migration, the 

destination list should have the same Content Approval settings in the source and 

destination lists. It plays vital role to keep the version numbering in destination 

as in source. For this, the destination SharePoint  serve r has to be featured with 

XPlica  Web Service component that is shipped with XPlica application package.  

3)  Document Version History -  In order to maintain the version history for all 

documents / list items being migrated to the destination list, the destination list 

must have Document / list item Version History option enabled like the source 

list. The major and minor (draft) versions se ttings must be identical to achieve 

the desired results in the migration process. If the source SharePoint  library 

belongs to a SharePoint 2003 environment, it is recommended to select Create 

major versions option in the destination Shar ePoint 2010  / 2007 library so as to 

keep the version numbering alike.  

4)  List Columns  -  and their respective data types should be identical in both source 

SharePoint  list and destination SharePoint list. In order to update the SharePoint 

column values in the destination list with the respective source SharePoint list 

column values, you must create the required columns (to be updated) in the 

destination SharePoint list as in source list. The destination list column's n ame 

and its type should exactly match the source list column, since XPlica  updates the 

column value in the destination only if the columns are identical. You may use 

any column type in destination list, if the column value provided  by the source 
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SharePoint can be stored in the new column type. For example, 'Date and Time' 

column value can be stored in 'Single Line Text' column type available in 

SharePoint.  

5)  Content Types -  should be available in destination SharePoint  list. In order to 

assign the content type  for a document / list item during migration, you need to 

create the required Content Types upfront in the destination list and associate the 

required SharePoint columns to the respective content type. If the equivalent 

source content type is not available  in the destination SharePoint list, XPlica  will 

assign the default content type of the destination list to the document / list item 

being migrated.  

XPlica  simplifies the document / list item migration process by catering to d ifferent 

migration requirements of an orga nization under the following three  task options:  

A.  Migrates SharePoint  List contents  using the browse option  -  Migrates 

folders and documents / list item s along with metadata  to another SharePoint list 

based on the folders / documents / list items added by the user using XPlica  user 

interface. This task option is ideally suited for bulk migration of documents / list 

items with unique metadata to multiple lists in a SINGLE SITE COLLECTION.  

B.  Migrates SharePoint  List contents  using a batch de scriptor  file -  Migrates 

folders and documents / list items along with metadata  to another SharePoint list 

based on the sequential entries in the batch descriptor file. This task option is 

ideally suited fo r bulk migration of documents with the same or unique metadata 

to multiple lists residing in DIFFERENT WEB APPLICATIONS  with ease.  

C.  Migrate SharePoint  objects using SharePoint Quick Migration Task Options of 

XPlica (Batch File Mode) -  Migrate SharePoint obj ects like site Collections, 

webs, Lists and Folders including all meta data values along with attachments and 

customizations.  
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3.2  Task Manager    

XPlica  for SharePoint  2010  uses a task oriented interface to manage the document / list 

item and metadata  migration tasks in SharePoint. XPlica Task Manager  in the main 

application window will help you manage XP lica migration tasks and their corresponding 

task history . XPlica Task Manager  provides menus and tools to work with the migration 

tasks in a simple and elegant manner.  

 

XPlica  Task Manager  contains a standard menu bar and toolbar along with four panes to 

manage XPlica migration task effectively:  

1)  Task List  pane   

2)  Task Properties  pane  

3)  Task Details pane  

4)  Task History  pane  
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Standard menu bar and toolbar  

Standard menu bar and toolbar  contain all the commands (or actions) to work with an 

XPlica  migration  task.  

 

Task List : 

Task List  pane  contains all migration tasks created by the user. Task related operations 

such as Edit Task, Copy Task, Delete Task  and Run Now  can be performed based on the 

selected task in the Task List pane . The remaining panes will change their content based 

on the selected task. Total task count will be displayed at the top of the banner.  

 

Task Properties : 

Task Properties  pane displays the information about the currently selected  task in Task 

List  pane . It provides information about Task Name, Task Type, Created On  and Last 

Modified On . If the currently selected task is setup to run using a Windows  Scheduled  

Task (setup to run at a scheduled time), then the Task Properties adds additional 

information about schedule task such as Run As and Last Run status etc.

Task History : 

Task History  pane  maintains every task run information as a list. It displays the required 

information about task execution status. It displays Task's Start Time, End Time, Elapsed 

Time and Remarks.  
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3.3  Change Application Data Folder Location  

XPlica enables you to change Application Data  folder location, where XPlicaôs migration 

tasks and related settings, reference column mapping details, activity logs and error logs 

are stored, at any time after installing  XPlica software. To change the Application Data 

folder location, perform the following steps given below:  

1)  Select About XPlica  from Help  menu  

 

2)  The About XPlica  dialog appears as shown below:  
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3)  Click Change. ..  button to change Application Data  folder location of XPlica 

application. The Browse For Folder location dialog will appear as shown below:  

 

4)  Select a desired folder location and Click OK. The folder location can be local 

drives or mapped network drives.  

5)  XPlica provides an option to copy o r move the existing XPlica application settings 

(XPlica migration task settings, task histories, reference column mapping details, 

activity logs, error logs etc.) to the new location once you change the Application 

Data Folder . Once you specify the new App lication Data folder location , XPlica will 

prompt you to copy or move existing XPlica application settings  to the new 

location as shown below:  

 

6)  Click the desired action (Copy / Move / Close) to proceed. XPlica will use the new 

Application Data folder location  henceforth.  
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3.4  Create New Task  

You can create a task to migrate folders / files / list items with attachments from one 

SharePoint  List to another SharePoint List. XPlica  facilitates migra ting documents / list 

items and its associated metadata  to a SharePoint list using the following migration 

methods:  

A.  Migrate  SharePoint  List contents  using the browse option : Migrate folders, 

files and list items along with metadata  to a SharePoint  2010  / 2007 list based on 

the folders / files / list items manually added by the user using the XP lica  user 

interface.  

B.  Migrate  SharePoint  List contents  using a batch descriptor  file: Migrate 

folders, files and list items along with metadata  to a SharePoint  2010  / 2007 list 

based on the entries defined in the descriptor file. XPlica  processes the files / list 

items in the order in which they appear in the batch descrip tor file.  

C.  SharePoint Quick Content Migration  (Batch File Mode): Migrate Quick 

Content Migration objects like Site Collection, sites and libraries with all relevant 

metadata from one SharePoint environment to anoth er.  

 

1)  Click New Task  from XPlica  main screen.  

 

Or Select New Task  from Task  menu   

 

Or Press Ctrl + N  
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2)  Select a task type in New Task  dialog and click OK.  

 

3)  Create a task to Migrate SharePoint List contents using the browse option  

4)  Create a task to Migrate SharePoint List contents using a batch descriptor file

ü Migrating contents using Laptop / PC that is not part of the SharePoint  domain  

The stored user profile persists for all subsequent logon sessions on the same computer 

where XPlica  is installed. The stored user profiles are visible to other logon sessions on 

the same computer.  

The st ored user profile created by using XPlica  Profile Manager  is restricted to the 

Windows User Profile context. If the Windows User Profile is maintained locally, XPlica 

stored user profile is accessible only by the same  user in the same computer. If the user,  

who creates XPlica stored user profile, has a Roaming user account in the enterprise, the 

XPlica stored user profile can be accessed by the same user in any computer in the 

Windows enterprise.  
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The stored user profil e is a generic credential  of Windows Stored User Names and  

Passwords  applet and can be used by XPlica  application only. The credential 

information is stored securely in a 256 bit encrypted format  in Windows Stored User  

Names and Passwords  applet.  

1)  In order to create an  XPlica  stored user profile, select Profile Manager  from 

Tools  menu.

f)  All Results:  Summarizes the detailed results of the m igration task   

g)  Migration Settings : Summarizes the source and destination List Settings at 

the time of migration.  

h)  Task settings:  Summarizes the task settings at the time of migration  

i)  Resolution  Tips:  Summariz es the commonly encountered error messages 

and the ways to address them.  
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5)  Click Save Results  button to save the task results in Microsoft Excel format. 

Each tab in ActivityLogViewer  dialog is stored as a separate worksheet in MS -

Excel.  

6)  Click Open Log Folder  button to open the folder that contains the activity log of 

the currently displayed task history  item.

3)  Specify a  valid SharePoint  URL in the URL textbox to verify XPlica  Web Service 

existence in the SharePoint Server.  

4)  Specify the usersô credentials to connect to SharePoint  URL specified above 

using the options given below.  

a)  Use currently logged on user context to connect to SharePoint  -  

Connect to SharePoint URL using the current windows logon session.  

b)  Use the following credential  to co nnect to SharePoint  -  Connect to the 

SharePoint URL using the specified user credentials. Enter the user name in 

any ONE of the following formats: <DOMAIN NAME> \ <USER NAME>,  

UserName@DomainName , UserName  and its corres ponding password. For 

example, johndoe@contoso.com, Contoso \ johndoe, johndoe.

This icon implies that XPlica  Web Service component is not installed in the 

SharePoint  farm of the specified SharePoint URL. Install XPlica Web Service  

component on all front -end web servers and application servers in the 

target SharePoint farm using  the appropriate XPlica Web Service  setup.

URL List Generator  tool  helps you generate the list items' URL for a given SharePoint  

List with their specified column value and exports the results in . CSV file format.

4.1  Create Reference File  

The following section describes the guidelines to create an external reference file for 

Migrate  SharePoint  List contents  using the browse option  task option.  

1)  The first row of the metadata  file should contain the Field Names as headers. In 

a migration task ,  data type of the columns must be the same across all lists. 

SharePoint  Columns that are read -only  will not be updated by  XPlica . 

2)  The first field should be named as 'Source Path' .  'Source Path' field should be 

followed by other field names separated by a delimiter character such as comma 

(,), semi -colon (;) etc. Th e delimiter character used in the external reference file 

should be same as 'Format' string value available in the registry key 

(HKEY_LOCAL_MACHINE \ SOFTWARE \ Microsoft \ Jet \ 4 \ Engines \ Text).  

The following table shows the equivalent Format string for 'List Sep arator' in the 

registry key:  

List Separator  Equivalent Format String  

(comma)  CSVDelimited  

; (semi -colon)  Delimited ( ;)  

* (asterisk)  Delimited(*)  

3)  The 'Source Path' field will not be carried forward as a metadata  column in 

SharePoint .  

4)  The first column of all the rows should contain the path of the file or folder or list 

item e.g., "http://rd61/shared documents/sample.doc", 

"http://rd61/Lists/contacts/1_.000".  
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5)  The column 'Version Number' is an optional column in th e reference file. By 

using this column, you can also provide metadata  for document versions being 

migrated to destination SharePoint  lists. XPlica  looks up the metadata of the 

respective version history fr om external reference file and assigns them to the 

respective document / list item versions during migration.  

The following table shows the usage of the Version Number column in the 

external reference file.

Lookup 

columns referring to non - existing list and column  will not be updated by 

XPlica . 

11)  People or Group data type value should be user name, Active Directory (AD)  

group name or SharePoint  group name. User or group name referring to non -

existing user or group will not be updated by XPlica . The user Login Name 

(domain \ username), Display Name (John Doe) or E -mail address  

(someone@example.com) can be used to denote a user account  
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The following section describes the data types supported by SharePoint  and an example 

of how to state the value in the reference file for migration.

You must 

specify the folder's relative path and Click the arrow button to mount the 

specified folder as a root item in the expl orer view. This option will be very useful 

if the connected list contains large number of folders and sub - folders. The source 

search textbox allows you to search for list items for the keyword specified in 

search textbox. Advanced Search Link will be enabl ed for site that has office 

search service.  You will also see a textbox (middle) and a tree -view (bottom -

left), which enables selection of destination location into which you wish to 

migrate them.  
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5)  Browse the source folders, files and list items of so urce SharePoint  list and select 

the required folders, files and list items from list view (top right pane). Select a 

destination location in the tree -view (bottom right pane) and click MIGRATE  

button to add selected items for migration.

Specify the managed property name in Name  textbox and select the data type of the 

column in SharePoint  in the Type  drop -down.  

Click Add  button to add the managed property to the property drop -down.

You can specify the conditions by selecting the property name and by specifying a 

corresponding value with the necessary  operator. You can use mathematical operators 

such as >, =, >= etc. to define your query.

e)  Trim duplicate search results -  By default, XPlica  will remove the duplicate 

items from search results.  

f)  Include stemming results -  By default, XPlica  will not include the stemming 

results.

i)  Process only items (recommended) -  By default, XPlica  will search for list 

items only.  

j)  Process all results -  XPlica  will include all list view URLs, site URLs in search.  

k)  Perform keyword search, if advanced search is not enabled -  To 

perform keyword search based on your keywords specified in All keywords 

textbox, Any Keywords textbox, Exact Phrase textbox and it will ignore all the 

properties, scopes and result types specified in search query.  

7)  The selected folders, files and list items added for migration will be displayed in 

the Migration list gr id . XPlica processes the top - level folders, files and list items 

added for migration in the order in which it appears in the Migration list grid.  

The migration process order can be changed by the navigation  buttons available 

in the right side of the grid.  

8)  XPlica will migrate the folders, list items and associated metadata based on 

Traversal Options.  

Use  button to edit the folder traversal option for list, folders that are added 

in added for migration list.  

A Traversal Options  dialog appears as shown below.  
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Select any of the following folder options given below to specify the contents to 

be migrated from the source sites:  

a)  Migrate  site and its sub - sites' list contents -  -  This option migrates lists 

contents in source SharePoint  site and its sub -sites.  

b)  Migrate  top - level site's list contents only -  This option migrates list 

contents available in the top - level site's only. XPlica  will not traverse the sub -

site's within the top level sites.  

Select any of the following folder options given below to specify the contents to 

be migrated from the source folders:  

a)  Migrate  list items and retain source sub - folder structure ( All items 

and folders)  -  This option migrates folders and files exactly as they are in 

source SharePoint  list. The source folder structure will be retained in the 

destination location.   

b)  Migrate  list items in the top - leve l folder(s) only (Top level items) -  

This option migrates files available in the top - level folders only. XPlica  will not 

traverse the sub - folders within the top level folders.  

c)  Migrate  sub - folder structure only and igrnore all list items (All folders 

only) -  This option creates the sub - folder structure in the destination location 

and ignores all list items that are available within the added folder and sub -

folders.  

d)  Migrate  list items only and ignore source sub - folder structrue (set 

approprate action for duplicate file names) (All items only) -  This option 

migrates files only and ignore its source folder structure in the source 

SharePoint  list. Note: Spe cify the appropriate options in File Settings step to 

handle situations where same filenames may be available for more than one 

file in different source folder hierarchy (sub - folders).  

NOTE:  Folder Traversal option  is not applicable for list items.  

The top - level folder is the folder added or specified for migration by the user. XPlica  will 

commence the migration process from this top - level folder. Select the appropriate option 

to create the top - level folder by selecting  the option buttons (Yes/No).  

By default, XPlica expects the destination folder location to exist in SharePoint . If the 

destination folder is not available in the destination location, XPlica fails to migrate the 

list  item to the specified folder in SharePoint. You can change this behavior by selecting 

the option Create unavailable folder hierarchy if the destination location does not exist.  
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In this case, XPlica  will automatically create the unavailable folder hierarchy (folder and 

sub - folders) in destination SharePoint  during migration process. After creating them, it 

will commence the migration to the required folder in SharePoint. By using t his option, 

you can simply avoid the error message 'Unable to locate destination folder with the 

specified URL' reported in Activity Log  Viewer, since XPlica will take care of creating the 

new folder structure in the destination locati on.  

NOTE : XPlica  does not create list if it is unavailable in the SharePoint . In other 

words, XPlica creates unavailable folders alone in an existing SharePoint list.

a)  Migrate  Latest version only -  Migrate the latest document / list item 

version from the source.  

b)  Migrate  version by -  Migrate document / list item versions by specifying the 

range as given below:  

Version range -  Migrate  only document / list item versions specified in the range 

from the source list e.g., versions 2.0 to 5.0  

Last N versions -  Migrate  only last 'n' versions of the document / list item from 

the  source list, where 'n' is a valid integer value e.g., last 5 versions  
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Last N days versions -  Migrate  document / list item versions that were created 

within last specified days. e.g., last 10 days versions

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4.7  External Reference File     

XPlica  provides an additional facility to update metadata  from an external reference file 

for metadata cleansing purposes. When a document / list item metadata is specified in 

the external reference file, XPlica uses the values in the external reference file instead of 

the document / list item metadata values as  available in the source SharePoint  list. To 

specify the external reference file to use to assign document properties in SharePoint:  

1)  The External Reference File  step appears as shown below:  

 

2)  Click  (...) button to specify the external reference file. The reference file can be 

any one of the following file formats -  Comma delimited (CSV),  Microsoft Excel 

(XLS ) or Text file (TXT).  

3)  The external reference file will automatically be extracted once the fi le name is 

specified. If you are using a Microsoft Excel based external reference file, then 

select the sheet name to use from the drop -down.  

4)  Specify the Metadata  columns to update  by choosing one of the options given 

below:

System Date options given below:  

Assign from source  -  XPlica  will propagate the original Created Date  and Last 

Modified Date  fields as available in the source SharePoint  list.  

Assign from metadata  file  -  The date fields can be assigned from the external 

metadata file  by including the respective date field columns (e.g., CDate, LModDate) in 

the metadata file. This option allows each folder to have its own system dates. The date 

mask specified in Step Number: External Reference File  will be used to parse the date 

value. If the metadata value is unavailable, invalid or in case XPlica  is unable to parse 

the date value correctly, the current migration date & time value will be assigned 

automatically by default.  

3)  Update File / It em System Dates  

You can assign the system date fields for files / list items. Select Created Date  and Last 

Modified Date  fields checkbox for files / list items as appropriate and select one of the 

File / Item System Date options given below:  

Assign from source  -  XPlica  will propagate the original Created Date  and Last Modified 

Date  fields as available in the source SharePoint  list.  

Assign from metadata  file  -  The date fields can be assigned from the external 

metadata  file  by including the respective date field columns (e.g., CDate, LModDate) in 

the metadata file. This option allows each file / list item to have its own system dates. 

The date mask  specified in Step Number: External Reference File  will be used to parse 

the date value.

Assign from source  -  XPlica  will propagate the original Created Date  and Last 

Modified Date  fields as available in the source SharePoint  list.  

Assign from metadata  file  -  The date fields can be assigned from the external 

metadata file  by including the respective date field columns (e.g.,  LUpdatedDate) 

in the metadata file. This option allows each discussion to have its own system 

dates. The date mask specified in Step Number: External Refere nce File  will be 

used to parse the date value. If the metadata value is unavailable, invalid or in 

case XPlica  is unable to parse the date value correctly, the current migration date 

& time value will be assig ned automatically by default.  

6)  If XPlica  connects to a SharePoint  site that is not featured by XPlica Web Service , 

the System Dates  step will be ignored from migration settings.  
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4.11   System Users

Please ensure the user name specified in SharePoint  Login dialog / user account specified 

in the Run As parameter in the scheduled task is a:

ü Owner of the site  where the destination list resides  

1)  To specify System Users  (Created By and Modified By) to be assigned to the 

folder, file and list items:  

When XPlica  connects to a XPlica Web Service  enabled SharePoint  site, the System 

Users  step will appear as shown in the screen below:  
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2)  Update Folder System Users  

Select Created By  and Modified By  fields checkbox as appropriate and use one of the 

Folder System Users  options given below, by which XPlica  determines the source of 

system user values for the respective folder.  

The user value can be the Login Name or Display Name or E -Mail address  of the user. 

XPlica  will search the site users list and assign the ID of the matching user to the People 

or Group column of the respective folder, only if the user name exists. Do not use 

multiple values.  

Assign from source  -  The user fields can be  assigned from the source SharePoint  list. 

If the user fields are invalid or if the user is unavailable, SharePoint by default will set 

the user to be the user account performing the migration into the SharePoint list.  

Specify user name -  The specified user value will be assigned to the respective user 

fields. Select the user value format from User Value Format option to search the User 

ID in the site users list for the specified user value. The default format of the user 

account is the u ser login name (DOMAIN \ USER).  

Assign from metadata  file  -  The system users can also be assigned from the external 

metadata file  by including the folder system users column names in the metadata file. 

This option allows each folder to have its own system users, so long as the stated user 

already exists in the SharePoint  list. The user value format specified in Step Number: 

External Reference File  will be used to search the User ID in the site users list. If the 

metadata entry is not available in the user list, the current migration user will be 

assigned automatically by default.  

3)  Update File / Item System Users   

Select Created By and Modified By fields checkbox as appropriate and use one of the File 

/ Item System User options given below, by which XPlica determines the source of 

system user values for the respe ctive file.  

The user value can be the Login Name or Display Name or E -Mail address of the user. 

XPlica will search the site users list and assign the ID of the matching the user to the 

People or Group column of the respective file, only if the user name e xists. Do not use 

multiple values.  

Assign from source  -  The user fields can be assigned from the source SharePoint  list. 

If the user fields are invalid or if the user is unavailable, SharePoint by default will set 

the user to be the user account performing the migration into the SharePoint list.  
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Specify user -  The specified user value will be assigned to the respectiv e user fields. 

Select the user value format from User Value Format  options to search the User ID in 

the site users list for the specified user value. The default format of the user account is 

the user login name (DOMAIN \ USER).  

Assign from metadata  file  -  The system users can also be assigned from the external 

metadata file  by including the file / Item system users column name in the metadata file. 

This option allows each file to have i ts own system users, so long as the stated user 

already exists in the SharePoint  list. The user value format specified in Step Number: 

External Reference File will be used to search the User ID  in the site users list. If the 

metadata entry is not available in th user list, the current migration user will be assigned 

automatically by default.  

4)  Specify the action to be taken, if the specified user does not exist in the 

destination list:  

Do not mig rate list item -  XPlica  will not migrate list item if the user specified does not 

exist in the destination list.  

Use SharePoint  default -  XPlica  will migrate the list item and system user value will be 

the user account performing the migration operation.  
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NOTE:  

ü Created By user will be assigned / updated for the new files / list items only. 

In other words, Created By user will not be assigned or modified for an 

already existing file / list item or a new file / list item version.  

ü This step will be ignored if XPlic a connects to a SharePoint  site that is not 

featured with XPlica Web Services component.  

6)  For more information, please visit Updating System Users  section in the help 

file.

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a)  Use standard folder content type  in the destination list -  Default content 

type of the destination list will be assigned as content type for all the folder.  

b)  Source SharePoint  list -  The content type  value will be assigned from the 

source SharePoint list to the folders. The default content type of the list will 

be assigned to the folders, if the content type in source does not exist.  

c)  Specify the content type  -  Specified content ty pe value  will be assigned 

to the folders. The default content type of the list will be assigned to the 

folders, if the content type specified in the textbox does not exist.  

d)  Assign from external reference file -  The content type  value c an also be 

assigned from the external reference file by including the content type column 

name in the metadata  file. This option allows each folder to have its own 

content type, so long as the stated content type already exists in the 

Shar ePoint  list. The default content type of the list will be assigned to the 

folders, if the content type specified in the external reference file does not 

exist.  

3)  Specify the file / list item content type  settings using one of the options given 

below:  

a)  Use default content type  in the destination list -  Default content type of 

the destination list will be assigned as content type for all the documents / list 

items.  

b)  Source SharePoint  list -  The content type  value will be assigned from the 

source SharePoint list to the files / list items. The default content type of the 

list will be assigned to the files / list items, if the content type in source does 

not exist.  

c)  Specify the content type  -  Specified content type value will be assigned to 

the documents / list items. The default content type of the list will be assigned 

to the documents / list items, if the content type specified in the textbox does 

not exist.  

d)  Assign from external reference file -  The content type  value can also be 

assigned from the external reference file by including the content type column 

name in the metadata  file. This option allows each document / list item to 

have its own content t ype, so long as the stated content type already exists in 

the SharePoint  list. The default content type of the list will be assigned to the 

documents / list items, if the content type specified in the external reference 

file does not exi st.  
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Click Next  to proceed.  
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4.13   Content Approval  Status

Microsoft Office SharePoint Server 2007 or Windows SharePoint Services 3.0 (32 -bit or 

64 -bit platform) or Microsoft SharePoint Server 2010 or Microsoft SharePoint Foundation 

2010 to activate this feature. Please ensure the user name specified in SharePoint Login 

dialog / user account specified in the Run As parameter in the sched uled task is a:  

ü Member of administrators group in the local server and remote SQL Server  

(or)  

ü Application pool user account (or)  

ü Owner of the site where the destination list resides  

To specify the content approval status to be set after migrating a folder / file / list item 

to a SharePoint  list:  

1)  The Content Approval  Status  step will appear as shown in the screen below:  
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2)  Specify the folder content approval status  options using one of the options 

given below:  

Default status assigned by SharePoint  -  Default Approval Status  (e.g., 

Pending or Draft) will be assigned as Approval Status  automatically by 

Share Point for all migrated folders.  

Assign from Source SharePoint  List -  The approval status value from source 

SharePoint list will be assigned to the folder.  

Assign Approval Status  as -  Specified approval status value will be ass igned to 

the folder. You can specify the approval status -  Approved, Rejected, Pending, 

Draft and Scheduled  from the dropdown list.  You can also specify the approval 

status comments that must be assigned to the folder (Optional).  

Assign Approval Status  from metadata  file -  The approval status value can 

also be assigned from the external reference file by including the approval status 

column name in the metadata reference file. This option al lows each folder to 

have its own approval status, so long as the stated approval status is valid status 

(Approved, Rejected, Pending, Draft and Scheduled)  in the SharePoint  list. The 

default approval status of the  list  will be assigned t o the folder, if the 

approval status specified in the external reference file is invalid. The approval 

status comments can also be assigned from the external reference file by 

including the approval status comments column name in the metadata file  

(Optional).  

NOTE: The Content Approval  Status will be assigned only if the destination list 

has Content Approval enabled.  

3)  Specify the file / List Item content approval status options using one of the 

options given below:  

Default status assigned by SharePoint  -  Default Approval Status  (e.g., 

Pending or Draft) will be assigned as Approval Status automatically by SharePoint 

for all migrated files / list items.  

Assign from Sour ce SharePoint  list -  The approval status value from source 

SharePoint list will be assigned to the file / list item.  

Assign Approval Status  as -  Specified approval status value will be assigned to 

the file / list item. You can specify the approval status -  Approved, Rejected, 
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Pending, Draft and Scheduled from the dropdown list.  You can also specify the 

approval status comment s that must be assigned to t he file / list item (Optional).  

Assign Approval Status  from metadata  file -  The approval status value can 

also be assigned from the external reference file by including the approval statu s 

column name in the metadata reference file. This option allows each file / list 

item to have its own approval status, so long as the stated approval status is 

valid status (Approved, Rejected, Pending, Draft and Scheduled)  in the 

SharePoint  list. The default approval status of the list will be assigned to the file / 

list item, if the approval status specified in the external reference file is invalid. 

The approval status comments can also be assigned from the external reference 

file by inclu ding the approval status comments column name in the metadata 

file  (Optional).  

NOTE:  The Content Approval Status  will be assigned only if the destination list 

has Content Approval enabled.

4.14   File Settings for SharePoint  libraries  

To specify the action to be taken by XPlica  when a file with the same name already  

exists in the destination location:  

1)  The File Settings for SharePoint  libraries  step appears as shown below:  

 

2)  Select any one of the following options given below:  

a)  Do not overwrite  existing file -  Skips the file without overwriting.  

b)  Overwrite  existing file -  Deletes the file from the destination location (along 

with its version history) and migrates the source file including versions.  

c)  Migrate  newly available versions only (Incremental Update) -  Migrate 

document versions that are not available in the destination SharePoint  

location. XPlica  identifies the new document versions by comparing the 

modified date of the source document with the destination document's latest 

version. For best results, you must update th e document's Modified Date in 

destination location by updating the System Dates  in each migration task.  
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d)  Add as new version  -  Adds the source file as new version at the destination 

location. Select any one of the following options to instruct XPlica  what to do if 

the destination file is checked -out by either current user or another user:  

i.  Leave as is -  Skip the file.  

ii.  Overwrite  current version -  Undo Checkout the file and add the source file 

as new versi on.  

iii.  Check - in file and create new version -  Check - in the file and add the 

source file as a new version.  

3)  Specify File check - In comments option as below,  

i.  Assign as in SharePoint  source -  XPlica  will propagate the original check - in 

comments as available in the source SharePoint library.  

ii.  Assign from external reference file -  The check - in comments can also be 

assigned from the external metadata  file by including the check - in comme nts 

column name in the metadata file . This option allows each file to have its own 

check - in comments.  

iii.  Assign default check - in comments -  You can also specify the generic 

comment string using the following identifiers in Check - in comm ents  

textbox:  

ü <user name> -   Replaces with current user who performs XPlica  

migration task . For example, document was added by <user name>.  

ü <XPlica  task name> -   Replaces with current task name, by which the 

document is getting migrated into SharePoint . For example, Document was 

added using <XPlica task name>  of XPlica.  

iv.  Leave check - in comments as blank -  Do not update check - in comments in 

destination library.  
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5)  Click Next  to Proceed.  
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4.15    List Item Settings    

To specify the action to be taken by XPlica  when a list item with the same value already 

exists in the destination location:  

1)  The List Item Settings  step appears as shown below:  

 

2)  Specify the action to be taken when migrating list items to destination as below:  

a)  Append new list items (allows duplicates excluding folders) - Select this 

option to create list items with the same value in destination.  

b)  Update list items (no duplicates) -  If the list item or folder exists in 

destination SharePoint, XPlica performs an update action. If the list item or 

folder does not exist, XPlica creates the new list item or folder in the 

destination SharePoint location.

4)  Specify the Reference column(s) mapping option as below:  

i.  Column display name or internal name -  Select this option to map the 

source Reference column(s) with display name or internal name in 

destination list.  

ii.  Column display name -  Select this option to map the source Reference 

column(s) with display name in destination list.  

iii.  SharePoint column inter nal name -  Select this option to map the source 

Reference column(s) with SharePoint internal name in destination list.  

5)  If a list item with the same value already exists in destination location:  

i.  Overwrite existing list item -  Deletes the list item / folder f rom the 

destination location (along with its contents and its version history) and 

migrates the source list item / folder to the destination location.  

ii.  Add as new version -  Adds the source list item / folder as new version at 

the destination location.  

6)  Spec ify list item attachment option as below  

i.  Assign as in SharePoint  source -  XPlica  will migrate the list item 

attachment as available in the source SharePoint list.  

ii.  Do not migrate attachments -  XPlica  will skip the attachments from 

migration process.  

iii.  Use attachments in external reference file  -  Use this option to select 

an attachment column from the batch file. The attachment column 

contains which files to be attached to the list items in SharePoint .  

iv.  Both (SharePoint  and external reference file) -   Use this option to 

migrate the list item attachments from source SharePoint list and files 

from external reference file.  

If the list item attachment already exists in destination location, you can specify 

an alternate file name. To select an alternate file naming mask, click the button 

placed next to the alternate file tag name textbox. Alternate file name mask 

dialog will appear as shown below:  
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Construct alternate file naming mask using the available mask provided in the 

dialog. Click OK to close the dialog. The constructed alternate file name mask will 

be placed in alternate file naming mask textbox. If duplicate of attachments 

occur, list item attachments will be migrated with the alternate naming mask as 

their names.  
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Specify the order in which the list item attachments need to be migrated to destination 

SharePoint  location, when migrating attachments from SharePoint and external 

reference file . 

 

8)  Click Next  to proceed.  
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4.16    Migration Conditions    

XPlica  can migrate folders, files and list items from source SharePoint  list to destination 

SharePoint list based on certain migration conditions. The conditions can be created by 

using SharePoint columns in the source list.  

1)  The Migration Conditions  step appears as shown below:  

 

2)  You can specify export conditions  at three levels:   

ü List Level  

ü Folder Level  

ü List Item Level  

 

3)  List Level Conditions  

Select any one  of the following options given below:  

ü Do not apply migration condition -  No conditions will be used to filter lists.  

ü Apply migration condition -  The conditions specified will be used to filter 

lists taken for migration from source SharePoint  List.   
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4)  Click Define to specify the conditions   

The List Migration Condition  Dialog  appears as shown below:  

 

5)  You can specify the migration conditions  by selecting the field name and by 

specifying a value with necessary operator.  

You can use mathematical operators such =,<> to define your query. Complex 

queries can be constructed with the use of left - right parenth esis '(' and ')' and 

logical operators 'AND' and 'OR'.  
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6)  XPlica  will migrate the lists that satisfy the migrate condition or migrate the lists 

that do not satisfy the migration condition depending on the option selected by 

the user:  

ü Migrate  list items if the above condition is satisfied -  Lists that satisfy 

the condition will be marked for migration.  

ü Migrate  list items if the above conditions are not satisfied -  Lists that 

do not satisfy the condition will be  marked for migration.  

 

7)  Folder Level Conditions  

Select  any one of the following options given below:  

ü Do not apply migration conditions -  No conditions will be used to filter 

folders.  

ü Apply migration condition -  The conditions specified will be used to filter 

folders taken for migration from source SharePoint  List.  
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8)  Click Define t o specify the conditions  

The Folder Export Conditions  Dialog  appears as shown below:  

 

9)  Click  button to add the SharePoint  columns in Field Name dropdown.  
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The Add Fields  Dialog appears as shown below:  

 

Specify the column name in Name  textbox and select the data type of the 

column in SharePoint  from Type drop -down.  

Click Add  button to add the columns to the fieldname dropdown list.  

Click Remove  button to remove the columns from the fieldname dropdown list.  

10)  You can specify the export conditions by selecting the field name and by 

specifying a value with n ecessary operator.    

You can use mathematical operators such =,<> to define your query. Complex 

queries can be constructed with the use of left - right parenthesis '(' and ')' and 

logical operators 'AND' and 'OR'.  
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11)  XPlica  will migrate the folders that satisfy the migration condition  or migrate the 

folders that do not satisfy the migration condition depending on the option 

selected by the user:   

ü Migrate  list items if the above conditions are satisfied -  Folders that 

satisfy  the condition will be marked for migration.  

ü Migrate  list items if the above conditions are not satisfied -  Folders that 

do not satisfy  the condition will be marked for migration.  

 

12)  List Item Level Conditions  

Same as Fo lder Level Conditions  

13)  Click Next to proceed . 
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4.17    Task Settings    

To specify the task name and schedule settings for the XPlica  migration task,  perform 

the steps given below.  

1)  The Task Settings  step appears as shown below:   

 

2)  Enter a unique task name  in Task Name  textbox.  

3)  Select a Task Option  from one of the following options:  

a)  Run task upon clicking Finish button -  to run the task immediately  after 

clicking Finish button  

b)  Run later -  to run the task later as and when desired  

c)  Create Schedule task -  to create a Windows scheduled task. XPlica  will 

create a schedule task in the Windows Scheduled Tasks with the given 

settings. XPlica will perform the migration ba sed on the Run As user account 

specified in this step. The Run As account should be a valid Windows domain 

account.  
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4)  Fail - safe Settings:  

Migrate  a list item or file to SharePoint  even if it contains any errors or warnings 

in the metadata . Enabling this option may result in documents or list item having 

partial or incomplete metadata in the destination list: By selecting this option, If 

the specified metadata conta ins any errors or warnings, XPlica  will migrate the 

documents or list items having partial or incomplete metadata to destination 

SharePoint list.   

By unselecting this option, If the specified metadata  contains any errors or 

warnings, XPlica  doesn't migrate the documents or list items into destination 

SharePoint  list, it thereby skips the item.

5  Migrate  SharePoint  List contents  using a 

batch descriptor  file  

5.1  Create Batch Descriptor File  

The following section describes the guidelines to create a batch descriptor file  for 

Migrate  SharePoint  List contents  using a batch descriptor  file  task option.  

1)  The first row of the batch descriptor file should contain the Field Names  as 

headers. In a migration task,  data type of the columns must be the same across 

all lists. SharePoint  Columns  that are read -only will not be updated by XPlica . 

2)  The first field should be named as 'Source Path'  and second field should be 

named as 'Destination Path' . Other field names  should be followed separated 

by a delimiter character such as comma (,), semi - colon (;)  etc. The delimiter 

character used in the batch descriptor file should be same as 'List Separ ator' 

defined in 'Format' string value available in the registry key 

(HKEY_LOCAL_MACHINE \ SOFTWARE \ Microsoft \ Jet \ 4 \ Engines \ Text).  

The following table shows the equivalent Format string for 'List Separator' in the 

registry key:  

List Seperator  Equivalent Format String  

, (comma)  CSV Delimited  

; (semi -colon)  Delimited (;)  

* (asterisk)  Delimited(*)  

 

3)  The 'Source Path'  and 'Destination Path'  fields will not be carried forward as a 

metadata  column in SharePoint . 

4)  The first column of all the rows should contain the source path of the file / list 

item e.g., "http://rd60/documents/Sales Brochures.doc", 

"http://rd60/Lists/Contacts/1_.000". In this case the source path can be 

either SharePoint  List UR L or sub - folder URL or file URL or list item URL of 

SharePoint List.  
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5)  Use wildcard representations (*, . and *.*) in order to migrate the list items from 

the source SharePoint list. Please see wildcard characters usage for this purpose:  

Wildcard 
Characters  

Example  Description  

.*  http://sharepoint/lists/Cities/.*  Exports all items from the source 
SharePoint list.  

*.*(default)  http://sharepoint/shared 
documents/*.*  

Exports all items and folders from 
the source SharePoint list.  

. http://sharepoint/lists/tasks/.  Exports list items available in the 
top level folders only.  

*  http://sharepoint/lists/custom 
list/*  

Exports folder structure only.  

NOTE:  For list items folder traversal option is not applicable.  

6)  The second column of all the rows should contain the destination path of the file / 

list item e.g., http://RD65/technical documents/folder1.  In this case the 

destination path should be either SharePoint  List URL or sub - folder URL of 

Shar ePoint List.  

7)  The column 'New Folder'  is an optional column in the batch descriptor file. Using 

this column, you can provide the relative path to be created in the respective 

destination location given under 'Destination Path' column prior to migrating the 

contents. For instance, please see t he batch descriptor file snippet given below:  

Source Path  Destination Path  New Folder  

http://rd61/Documents/Sam

ple File.xls  

http://RD65/technical 

documents/folder1  

folder2/folder3  

http://rd61/Lists/Contacts/1_

.000  

http://RD65/Employee Details  Sales/Executives  

XPlica  automatically creates the folders (folder2/folder3) specified in the column 

'New Folder' underneath the specified destination location (folder1). The 'Sample 

File.xls' will be migrated into the new destination locati on 

'http://RD65/technical documents/folder1/folder2/folder3'.  

8)  For CSV  and TXT  formats, all field names and their corresponding metadata  

values should be enclosed within double quotes (ñ ò) e.g., ñJohn Doeò. When 

using accented characters such as  [á é í ó] in folder / file names, the CSV / 

TXT batch descriptor file must be in UNICODE  encoded format.  
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9)  For Microsoft Excel file formats (XLS / XLSX) ,  do not enclose the field names 

and their corresponding metadata  values within double quotes.  

10)  Ensure date values are in 'Date Only' or 'Date And Time' format.  

11)  Lookup data type value will be assigned based on column value only. Lookup 

columns referring to non - existing list and column  will not be updated  by XPlica . 

12)  People or Group data type value should be user name, Active Directory (AD) 

group name or SharePoint  group name. User or group name referring to  non -

existing user or group will not be updated by XPlica .

ii.  Do not migrate attachments -  XPlica  will skip the attachments from 

migration process.  

iii.  Use attachment s in external reference file - Use this option to select  an 

attachment column from the batch file. The attachment column contains 

which files to be attached to the list items in SharePoint .  

iv.  Both (SharePoint  and external reference file) -  Use this option to 

migrate the list  item attachments from source SharePoint list and files from 

external reference file.  

If the list item attachment already exists in destination location, you can specify 

an alternate file name. To select an alternate file naming mask, click the button 

plac ed next to the alternate file tag name textbox. Alternate file name mask 

dialog will appear as shown below:  
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Construct alternate file naming mask using the available mask provided in the 

dialog. Click OK to close the dialog. The constructed alternate file  name mask will 

be placed in alternate file naming mask textbox. If duplicate of attachments 

occur, list item attachments will be migrated with the alternate naming mask as 

their names.

SharePoint list based on certain migration conditions. The conditions can be created by

ü List Level  

ü Folder Level

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3)  List Level Conditions  

Select any one  of the following options given below:  

ü Do not apply migration condition -  No conditions  will be applied  to filter 

lists.   

ü Apply migration condition -  The c onditions specified will be applied  to filter 

lists taken for migration from source SharePoint  List.   

 

4)  Click Define ,  to specify the conditions .

5)  You can specify the migration conditions by selecting the field name , and by 

specifying a value , with necessary operator.  
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You can use mathematical operators such = , < > to define your query. Complex 

queries can be constructed with the use of left - right parenthesis '(' and ')'  and 

logical operators 'AND' and 'OR'.  

 

6)  XPlica  will migrate the lists that satisfy the migrate condition or migrate the lists 

that do  not satisfy the migration condition depending on the option selected by 

the user:  

ü Migrate  list items if the above condition is satisfied -  Lists that satisfy 

the condition will be marked for migration.  

ü Migrate  list items if the above conditions are not satisfied -  Lists that 

do not satisfy the condition will be marked for migration.

To specify the task name and schedule settings for the XPlica  migration task,  perform 

the steps given below.

2)  Enter a unique task name in Task Name  textbox.  

3)  Select a Task Option  from one of the following options:  

a)  Run task upon clicking Finish button -  to run the task immediately after 

clicking Finish button  

b)  Run later -  to run the task later as and when desired  

c)  Create Schedule task -  to create a Windows scheduled task. XPlica  will 

create a schedule task in the Windows Scheduled Tasks with the given 

settings. XPlica will perform the migration ba sed on the Run As user account 

specified in this step. The Run As account should be a valid Windows domain 

account.  
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4)  Fail -safe Settings:  

Migrate  a list item or file to SharePoint  even if it contains any errors or warnings  

in the metadata . Enabling this option may result in documents or list item having 

partial or incomplete metadata in the destination list: By selecting this option, if  

the specified metadata contains any errors or warnings, XPlica  will migrate the 

documents or list items having partial or incomplete metadata to destination 

SharePoint list.  

By unselecting this option, if the specified metadata  contains any errors or 

warnings, XPlica  doesn't migrate the documents or list items into destination 

SharePoint  list, it thereby skips the item.

Quick Content Migration  (Batch File Mode)  

6.1  How to get  started with XPlica  Quick  Migration ? 

In order to migrate the contents successfully from one SharePoint environment to 

another SharePoint environment using XPlica Quick Migration  Task Options, you need to 

ensure the following things before commencing the migration process:  

1)  XPlica Quick Migrator Agent : This tool should run in the remote servers (both 

source and destination with the specified port numbers) through out the 

migration process. The steps to run the XPlica Quick Migrator Agent are described 

here.  

2)  Temp  Storage Location: This location should be a common network share to 

the following components of XPlica:  

a)  XPlica -  The user who is running the XPlica in the client side should have the 

rights to read and write  in the 'temp storage' location.  

b)  XPlica Quick Mi grator Agent  (Source) -  The credentials you are providing 

to connect the source SharePoint should also have the rights to read and 

write in the temp storage location.  

c)  XPlica Quick Migrator Agent  (Destination) -  The credentials you are 

providing to connect the destination SharePoint should also have the rights to 

read and write  in the temp storage location.   

The XPlica Quick Migration  task options are:  

ü Sit e Collections: This task type allows you to create a task to mig rate site 

collections from one ShareP oint location to another SharePoint location as 

specified in the batch descriptor file. You can migrate contents from SharePoint 

2007 to SharePoint 2007 an d SharePoint 2010 to SharePoint 2010 environment 

only. In order to migrate site collections, we request you to create an empty site 

collection (not blank site, empty site collection differs from blank site) in the 

destination SharePoint environments. Steps  to migrate site collection using XPlica 

Quick Migration  task type.   
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ü Webs: This task type allows you to create a task to mi grate site or sub -web from 

one ShareP oint location to another SharePoint location as specified in the  batch 

descriptor file. You can migrate contents from SharePoint 2007 to SharePoint 

2007 and SharePoint 2010 to SharePoint 2010 environment only.  You no need to 

create an empty site in the destination SharePoint environment like site 

collections task type .  Steps to migrate site or sub -web using XPlica Quick 

Migration  task type.  

ü Lists/libraries: This task type allows you to create a task to  migrate list/library 

from one ShareP oint site to another SharePoint site specified in  the batch 

descriptor file. You can migrate contents from SharePoint 2007 to SharePoint 

2007 and SharePoint 2010 to SharePoint 2010 environment only.  You no need to 

create any destination list/library. Steps to migrate list/library using XPlica Quick 

Migr ation  task type.  

ü Folders: This task type allows you to create a task to migrate folder from one  

location (library/list) to another SharePoint location(library/list) as specified in the 

batch descriptor file. You can migrate  contents from SharePoint 2007 to 

SharePoint 2007 and SharePoint 2010 to SharePoint 2010 environment only 

(Steps).  

Requirements for successful migration:  

ü Ensure that sufficient disk space is available in destination SharePoint content 

database and temp sto rage location.  

ü Use an empty site collection as the destination for migrating Site Collection task 

type.  

ü Install all required features, assemblies used in source site on the destination 

server to work those features properly.  

ü Required Language Packs need to be available in destination.  

ü Ensure that quick migration tasks are not running parallel.  

ü Ensure that all feature definitions of features activated on the site collection exist 

on the source server.  

ü Ensure that the óXPlica Clientô and óXPlica Quick Migrator Agent ô which is deployed 

in target servers is running with the same ports before starting migration. Also 

ensure that these ports are configured in windows firewall in respective servers.  

ü Also ensure that óXPlica Clientô and the user accounts (Credentials) you are 

specifying to perform migration are having the rights to access the óTemp Storage 

Locationô. 
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Limitations of XPlica Quick Migration  tasks:  

By using XPlica Quick Migration  Tasks , you can not migrate the following:  

ü Workflows (Definitions).  

ü Workflow State & Tasks.  

ü Workflow History .  

ü Check in/check out state.  

ü System dates and system users for folders (Created date, modified date, created 

by and mod ified by) when migrating lists and folders.  

ü Audit logs.  

ü Usage Logs.  

ü Site collection settings (Site Collection Ownership, Quota, email notification 

settings).  

ü Personalized views.  

ü Alerts.  

ü Recycle bin state/items including admin and user Recycle bin ite ms.  

ü Inconsistency in discussion boards.  

ü Features, solutions or assemblies associated with site/web (Must be manually 

migrated if separate farm and exist on destination).  

ü Taxonomy (The term set values will be migrated from source to destination).  

ü No sup port for Claims Authentication.  
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6.2  XPlica Quick Migrator Agent  

XPlica Quick Migrator Agent  is a tool designed to provide a communication between 

XPlica and SharePoint to migrate contents. Follow the steps described below to use the 

Quick Migration Task Options of XPlica.  

1)  When you launch the  XPlica Quick Migrator Agent  in the server, prompt will 

appear as shown below:  

 

2)  Provide the local admin credentials to launch the 'XPlica Quick Migrator 

Agent '.  
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3)  Once you provide the required credentials, the XPlica Quick Migrator Agent  

will be launched as shown below:  

 

4)  Enter any port number in the text box above and click Start button to start the 

service. Once the service is started the XPlica Quick Migrator Agent  window 

will be changed as shown below:  

 

5)  After starting the service, you should enable the port which you specified above 

in the Windows Firewall . The following steps will guide you to enable the port in 

Windows Firewall .
